Faculty Profile: Fr. Donald Henke

Fr. Donald Henke wears
many hats as a member
of Kenrick-Glennon
Seminary community. In
addition to his roles as
Associate Academic
Dean, Director of the
Pre-Theology Program, Formation
Advisor to the seminarians of Theol-
ogy III, Coordinator of Summative
Evaluation for the Master of Arts
Program, Associate Director of the
Paul VI Program, and professor in
the Permanent Diaconate Program,
Fr. Henke serves as Assistant Profes-
sor of Moral Theology.

As a professor of Moral Theol-
ogy, Fr. Henke touches on a great
number of topics with his seminarian
students. From his course on Mar-
riage, Family, and Sexuality—which
Fr. Henke calls “one of the finest
courses at Kenrick Seminary”—to his

teachings on Social Ethics, End-Of-
Life Issues, Fundamental Moral The-
ology, and Sexual Ethics, Fr. Henke
attempts to guide his students to an
understanding of these topics that
will ultimately benefit the parishion-
ers they will someday serve.

“The Marriage, Family, and
Sexuality course that is taught here at
Kenrick-Glennon Seminary is a class
that originated right here,” said Fr.
Henke. “Kenrick-Glennon Seminary
is one of two seminaries currently
teaching this course that deals with
such topics as Natural Family Plan-
ning, the married life, relevant En-
cyclicals, and the theology and sci-
ence behind human sexuality. It is my
hope that the seminarians who learn
this material, and who someday be-
come priests, will take this knowl-
edge to their parishes and educate
their parishioners to the goodness of

what the Catholic Church teaches
about a healthy and holy family life.”

Fr. Henke is a 1988 graduate of
Cardinal Glennon College, and fol-
lowing his ordination to the priest-
hood in 1993, Fr. Henke served in St.
Clement of Rome Parish until 1995.
From 1995-2001, he taught junior
and senior theology classes at
Duchesne High School, before being
asked by then-Archbishop Justin Ri-
gali to study Moral Theology in
Rome for the purpose of teaching at
Kenrick-Glennon Seminary. In May
of 2004, Fr. Henke completed his
doctorate in moral theology at the
Accademia Alfonsiana in Rome and,
soon after, began his service to Ken-
rick-Glennon Seminary.
